San Patrignano at Jumping Verona

Certainly the three most important events in equitation held in Italy are  Piazza di Siena, the Vincenzo Muccioli Challenge and the World Cup in Verona. Fieracavalli and San Patrignano, however, most fully express the world of horsemanship as a whole. For an entire week, the city of Romeo and Juliet is transformed into a horse lover’s paradise.
Not only can visitors witness the Italian leg of the Rolex World Cup Tour, but also browse through an array of booths offering horse related items. Meanwhile, at San Patrignano, the relationship between man and horse is an invaluable tool to help young people recover from drug addiction. In fact, the common deep appreciation for this special bond between equine and human has led to an important collaboration between Verona and the Rimini-based Community. 
This year, the mutual respect and admiration takes on an event more tangible form, as the fences used in the Rolex competition (November 4-7) will be made entirely by young men learning a trade in the Community’s carpentry workshop.
Course designer Rudolf Ludi will have twenty fences at his disposal, some of which were utilized at San Patrignano in 2005 during the FEI European Championships, and depict the history and culture of Italy by depicting Leonardo Da Vinci and Dante’s Divine Comedy. 
Ludi  is in fact not new to San Patrignano: his debut designing courses there was in 2007.  Finally, Verona’s show director, the International Jumping Rider’s Club Director Eleonora Ottaviani, has been a long term friend and supporter of San Patrignano as well. 
“The partnership between Fieracavalli and our community gets stronger each year because we are bound by a common appreciation for the value of the relationship between man and horse”, explained San Patrignano’s director, Andrea Muccioli. He went on to add, “During the Rolex World Cup, our fences will be on  the field: it’s a great way to show the work carried out by the young men of the Community, using the latest materials and methods to ensure safe and fair competition”. 
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
