A Brazilian victory in the Mediaset Prix at San Patrignano's CSI5*

Top honors in the speed and handiness competition "Mediaset Prix"  at San Patrignano went to thirty six year old Brazilian rider Bernando Alves Resende and his Selle Francais stallion Kingly Du Reverdy. Fresh off three wins at Fontainbleu (one on the same horse), Bernardo managed to find the elusive blend of speed and precision necessary to beat out riders from all over the world in this, the conclusive class in the second day of competition with a clear round and 61.28. At ringside, the victorious Brazilian stated, "Speed classes are my favorite, and my horse does quite well in them. I can say that I am fully satisfied with the results achieved tonight".

Second place went to a homegrown rider, Simone Coata on Whicoconut Ter Linden, who had held on to the lead for most of the competition with a clear round and 62.01. He had also arrived in second place with the same bay gelding at the Sopot CSIO this year. Coata is competing for the first time at San Patrignano this year, but will not be participating in tomorrow evening in the Acqua Uliveto Vincenzo Muccioli Challenge Grand Prix, "I put everything I had into this evening's competition because I knew I was not going to be running tomorrow night. I had hoped for a victory, and I am very happy with how things turned out". 

Switzerland's Muff Werner on Quax II was the second rider on course, strategically at a disadvantage, yet he managed to hold on to third place with his clear round and 64.33. This is surely a testament to his mount, a bay Hannoverian gelding, but also to this veteran riders' years of experience and accumulated skill. 

Italy's famed Natale Chiaudani on Samsarah had the fastest round with 60.38, but racked up eight faults, which in this category meant eight seconds of penalty and a slide out of the top spots. 

The course was challenging, offering many chances for the riders to shave crucial seconds off their time if they were willing to take risks. This paid off for some, but not for all. The fence depicting the legendary Italian riders, the D'Inzeo brothers, was problematic for a few riders, causing a knockdown and a refusal. Another challenge was presented by fence number three, which offered little room for error and which accounted for more than half of the faults incurred by the riders.
